First Day entitled: IN THE LIGHT OF THE WORD 

This morning: November 12, 2019, at 10.30 am, all the participants of the General Assembly 

of Guanellian Cooperators, gathered at the House of St. Mary of Providence in the avenue of 

Nocetta.

With a deep and personal reflection in the light of the Word, Don 

Santino invited the Guanellians Cooperators to reflect and verify their journey in order to 

rediscover the joy of their vocation so that it could be given to the world especially to the 

little and the needy through authentic testimony.
